The new gardening year got underway with a chilly but guided walk around the ever-
increasing collection of snowdrops.

We have been working every year to split the clumps and spread them throughout  the
Gardens to form a snowdrop walk, hopefully to entice visitors out of the warm Bulley
Tearoom to explore the wonders of the winter landscape. More walks are planned but
numbers are limited so pre-booking is essential.

All the changes made over the last four years would
not have been possible without the hard work and
professional dedication of staff, students and
volunteers. I would like to introduce some of the
gardening team and explain how they look after
their areas of responsibility.

Ian Myles has responsibility for the Pine Wood, New
Woodland Garden and Terraces.

Winter work in these areas ranges from enclosing
the large tropical looking banana and other tender
plants on the terraces in protective blankets to
clearing clinging ivy from tree trunks in the Pine

Wood.The area formerly and perhaps strangely
known as the Specimen Lawn has had large clumps of
evergreens removed and is evolving into a perfect
area for woodland plants, so will now be called the
New Woodland Garden.

To improve the soil in this area Ian is trying different
materials -  our own home-produced leaf mould,
recycled green waste and a new product called
Strulch made from  shredded straw.

Pathways from the Woodland Garden into the Pine
Wood are covered in recycled Christmas tree
chippings which make a soft and fragrant carpet, so if
you have brought your old tree to Ness this is where
it ends up.

Steve Miller has taken on the job of looking after the woody collection, perimeter areas,
spinney, nursery and generally tackling areas that can be cleared to make way for new
plantings. Over winter Steve,Alan, Paul and Phil with support from gardening volunteers, put
to good use the chipper bought with Friends' money.With guidance from Hugh McAllister,
the team have made a concerted effort to improve the general health and maintenance of
our woody collection. Spaces have been cleared and deadwood removed.This will be ongoing
this spring and summer although, as with many garden tasks, the benefits may not be seen
until next year as new plantings settle into the landscape.

Fred Collins, our newest staff member, will be working in the Rock Garden, Pingo, Old
Woodland Garden and helping with the Water Garden.The Rock Garden has always been a
difficult area to grow alpines due to the damp heavy soil. For that reason and the popularity
of the thatched hut for weddings we are reducing the number of specialist alpines in the
Rock Garden, (moving them to the Alpine House) but herbaceous plants and shrubs,

particularly roses, will 
give an extended display
in the Rock Garden.

The large Leylandii hedge
bordering the Rock 
Garden has gone
through the chipper and
plants from the Old
Woodland Garden
behind this cover have
been moved to new
areas.A willow
installation has been
produced by two
gardening volunteers,
